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1. Introduction

Section 71(1) of the Municipal Finance Management Act (MFMA) requires from the
Municipal Manager, as Accounting Officer of the Municipality, to submit a report in a
prescribed format to the Executive Mayor within 10 working days after the end of
each month on the state of the municipality’s budget reflecting the following
particulars for that month and for the financial year up to the end of that month: -

(a) Actual revenue per revenue source;

(b) Actual expenditure per vote:

(c) Actual capital expenditure per vote;

(d) Any allocations received:;

(e) Actual expenditure on allocations received:;

(f) Cash flow statement

(g) Actual borrowings; and

(h) Any other budget information as may be required by National and Provincial
Treasury for monitoring purposes.

1. Actual operating revenue per revenue source

The actual operating revenue per revenue source is set out in Table 1 below. From
the table 1 it is clear that actual operating revenue raised (R2,699,512,871)
compares favourably with the pro rata budgeted figure (R2,931,822,385) — a
negative variance of R232,813,009 at the end of June 2019.

The major revenue variances against the budget are:

» Interest earned on outstanding debtors: The continuous increase of the debtors
book results in the increase of interest earned on outstanding debtors balances.
